- communication skills

- review and examination

Objectives

The student will learn:

- the intent of the program

- history of the program

- legal and health aspects

- surveyor/tester responsibilities

Examination.

Prerequisite for Certification

- Must be a Certified AWWA CCC Tester
- Journeyman Plumber or equal with 5 years related experience in the plumbing field

Certification
A performance of 80% minimum on the written examination and successful completion of a supervised
building survey constitutes a passing mark and a Certificate of Achievement will be issued by ACWWA. A

Certificate of Attendance will be issued to those completing the course but not meeting the above requirements.
